REGISTRATION AND GRADING – CLUB POLICY DOCUMENT

(applies to junior players only)
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PLAYER REGISTRATION/GRADING POLICY AND PROCEDURES
PLAYER REGISTRATION:

All player registrations are accepted on a first registered and paid basis. This carries for all players, regardless of their history with the club. The registration process occurs prior to team grading and serves to manage player numbers into full teams. The registration process is independent from the grading of players into teams.

Registrations for each age division will be taken on a definite, provisional or in absentia basis. 

- Definite registrations are those that fully paid with all documentation completed, and with other combined players make up a full team with a minimum of 9 and a maximum of 12 players. 

- Provisional registrations are those that are fully paid with all documentation completed, but there are insufficient players in that age division to make up another full team. These registrations are accepted by the club in good faith and players will be placed in teams on a “best endeavours” basis only.  Where a player cannot be allocated to a team all registration fees will be refunded in full.

- In Absentia registrations may be accepted by the registrar where a player/parent knows they will not be available for the registration period, and only when the registrar is notified in advance of the registration.

- Registrations without full documentation and payment are not classed as registrations.

The club will not accept conditional registrations for any players. E.g. my son will only play this season if X is not coaching, or if my daughter can’t play in Nicky’s team they won’t play. For under 8 and 9 teeball team allocations, consideration will be given to players being in the same team as their friends, but this is on a best endeavours basis only and no promises should be made.

WITHDRAWAL & REFUNDS:
Players who register and are allocated to a team (i.e are fully paid) and then withdraw for personal reasons, will not receive a full refund of their registrations fees. Refunds will consist of any balance after the deduction of CSJBA and NSW baseball fees (if paid) and an administration fee of $30 levied by the Cronulla Sharks Baseball Club. Consideration to waive this administration may be given to exceptional circumstances, by a member of the Club’s Executive Committee (i.e, President, Treasury, Secretary, Head Coach or Head Manager).

CLOSING OF REGISTRATIONS:
The decision to closure of registrations is to be made by the Executive Committee under advisement from the junior registrar. A note to this effect should be published on the website immediately.

Late registrations of players will only be granted where vacancies exist i.e. no player will be displaced from a team unless they have not completed documentation and paid all registration fees.

GRADING OF PLAYERS:

Grading of players into teams will take place following registration and prior to the commencement of each summer baseball season. There should be a minimum of 2 and a maximum of 4 grading sessions for each age division (dependant on age, number of players and weather - ground availability).

All players will be made aware of the grading dates and times by email to the email address on the registration or their last known email address. Dates and times of all gradings will be available on the Sharks website: www.sharksbaseball.org
TEEBALL:

Grading of players for teeball teams, will not be based purely on age and skill level, but the day will be  utilised more as an orientation day; to introduce the players to the game, get them arranged into potential teams and seek volunteer coaches and managers. Any grading of players will be determined by the team coaches in conjunction with the Head Coach. The Head Coach’s decision on all grading matters is final. 

BASEBALL:

Grading of baseball teams (including machine pitch baseball) is compulsory unless the number of registered players is insufficient to make more than one complete team (maximum of 12 players). In these situations grading (or team training) may still be carried out at the team coach’s discretion.

Grading of players for all baseball teams will be determined by the team coaches and the Head Coach. The Head Coach may call on the assistance of external parties if needed. The Head Coach’s decision on all grading matters is final. 

All District Level Representative (DLR) players must be graded to play in the highest nominated team for their age division.

ATTENDENCE:

Failure to attend grading may prevent a player from making the highest nominated team. All players unable to attend grading days for personal reasons, should notify their team coach and/or Head Coach in advance of the grading. The Head Coach may give special consideration to players under exceptional circumstances.

Once team grading is finalised, it will be the responsibility of the Head Coach in conjunction with the Executive Committee to notify the web manager to publish the final team rosters. Coaching appointments and team managers should not delay the publishing of team rosters.
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
